Then after long discussions and interactions, both the parents
agreed and accepted éhmarriage assured to accept as son in law and daughter in law.

Then, we gave counselling to Sangeetha and Rajesh and then they realized their mistake and assured to
live together and returned with smile. Now they live together as joint family in Alambildge in
